The Church Council has prepared a Project Financial Proposal to address issues of 

accessibility, storage, a new dishwasher and hot water access in the kitchen, improved audio-visual capacity in 

the sanctuary and fellowship hall, and parking lot improvements.  Look for a detailed packet on these proposals 

this coming week as we prepare for our congregational meeting on May 7.

Keeping My Eyes Open 
By Rev. Liam Hooper 
 

In her book, Pilgrim at Tinker 
Creek, Annie Dillard talks of 
keeping her eyes open—of 
straining to remain open-eyed 
and looking intently for those 
“appearances that catch at [her] 
throat.” Likewise, I think, to see 
glimpses of the laws of Passover 
at work in the world around us 
requires keeping one’s eyes open, 
looking with searching intention 
to the things that catch at one’s 
throat. 
 
Pondering this condition, I am 
reminded of a thing the rabbis 
say: that the whole world—the 
universe, in fact—is in the Torah; 
to see, we just have to keep 
turning it.  Since the Torah is, first 
and foremost, a scroll, άǘǳǊƴƛƴƎ ƛǘέ 
means moving attentively through 
it, turning and rolling it from 
passage to passage, seam to 
seam, reading and re-reading; 
eyes wide open. 
 
And, for what do we look, wide-
eyed and searching intently: 
signs, glimpses, hidden-in-plain-
sight indicators of the physics of 
Pesach. For the blood of some act 
of sacrifice, no matter how small, 
splashed on a door frame; the 
presence of still-living, first-borns. 
More, for reedy marshes wind-
blown dry enough for crossing. 

For fresh manna in the morning, 
enough for the day entire. For 
sustaining water springing forth, 
at a tap, from desert rock. For 
evidence of clouds of smoke by 
day and fire by night. 
 
I look for these. Again and 
again. I search in trees and 
streams, in wood and glen, in 
faces and in the skies over my 
head. I look in world and in Torah. 
And, I look—straining to keep my 
eyes open—for glimpses of these 
elemental evidences, these spirit-
forces of Passover physics, in the 
stories of people who persist and 
who, in persisting, find some sign 
of God present among them.

Congregational Forum  
on Draft Statement of 
Welcome, Sunday,  
May 28

drafted a statement of welcome 
to guide our work in these 
matters.

Below is the Draft Statement of 
Welcome:   
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As people of faith who take 
seriously the Jesus mandate to 
extravagant welcome, we pledge 
to resist policies and actions 
which target and deport 
undocumented immigrants, and 
discriminate against marginalized 
communities. We open ourselves 
to solidarity with those targeted 
by prejudice, and work alongside 
our inter-faith partners, other 
organizations, and neighbors to 
help ensure the dignity and 
human rights of all people. 

This pledge includes but is not 
limited to offering opportunities 
for education and legal 
understanding of rights, financial 
support, community-building by 
participation in programs like 
“Strangers to Neighbors,” 
advocacy in conversation with law 
enforcement, prayer and witness 
response to ICE activity in our 
community.

Gun Violence Prevention:  Resist NC HB 588 
The Dangerous Facts on House Bill 588 

 
House Bill 588 eliminates many of the critical safety provisions that 
currently protect North Carolinians from gun violence. The two 
most egregious provisions are: 
 

1) Elimination of the pistol purchase permitting system 
 

¶ The pistol purchase permitting system (PPP) requires 
common-sense criminal background checks for buying any 
handgun, no matter where you buy it. 

¶ While a federal background check system exists, it only 
applies to guns bought at federally licensed sellers. So, 
criminals and the seriously mentally ill can avoid this 
background check by using unlicensed sellers. That’s why 
the PPP is so important—it extends protections to guns 
sold by private sellers, which accounts for 22% of gun sales.  
 

2) The ability to carry guns on school campuses 
 

¶ HB 588 would allow individuals to carry concealed weapons 
on school campuses, but research shows that this practice 
does not increase safety and in fact can lead to dangerous 
consequences. 

¶ There is no statistical evidence that crime rates have 
decreased on public campuses in Colorado and Utah, states 
that have passed campus carry bills. In fact, crime may have 
gone up—since Colorado allowed campus carry in 2012, the 
rate of rape has increased from 25% in 2012 to 36% in 2013. 

¶ Suicides and all manner or injurious accidents are likelier to 
happen on college campuses than crime, and guns will only 
exacerbate this problem. Health researchers have 
consistently concluded that not having firearms available 
on campus is the single biggest factor in explaining why 
more suicides do not occur among on-campus students, as 
compared to all college-aged youth.

Parkway UCC Finance Committee Quarterly Update 

The PUCC Finance committee works with our church Treasurer and 
Financial secretary to monitor the financial health of the church 
throughout the year.  We are committed to transparent 
communication with the congregation and plan to share quarterly 
updates regarding our successes and challenges in support of our 
Ministry Plan. 

We very much appreciate your on-going commitments, including 
your giving commitment, to the life and ministry of Parkway 
UCC!  Presently, our income from pledges and the faith offering is 
averaging about $16,500 per month, which is approximately 95% of 
the estimated monthly revenue needed to fulfill our 2017 Ministry 
Plan.  Thus, our current year-to-date deficit is $3100, emphasizing 
the challenge we face as we head into the summer months when 
attendance and pledge income typically decrease. 

So, the finance committee would like to take this opportunity to ask 
the congregation to be mindful of our pledge commitments as 
summer approaches.

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Native milkweed 
available 
Do you have room in your garden 
for a few pollinator-friendly 
plants? I have grown a lot of 
Swamp Milkweed (Asclepias 
incarnata) from seed and need to 
find homes for the plants.  
 

A. incarnata is native to NC and is 
a host plant of the Monarch 
butterfly caterpillar. This 
perennial grows 36-48” tall and 
12” wide. Despite the name, 
Swamp milkweed, it does not 
require wet soil. It grows just fine 
in my garden which only gets an 
occasional watering. Unlike 
Common milkweed (A. syriaca) it 
does not spread by the roots.  
 

If you have an area that gets some 
sun (at least 4 hours/day), don’t 
use pesticides or mosquito spray 
on your yard, and would like to 
feed some very hungry 
caterpillars in August, contact me
