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Update: Revised Parkway Statement of Welcome 

On Sunday, May 28, the Justice Team led a lunch discussion on a proposed Statement of Welcome in response to 

the changing climate of immigration in our country.  After the discussion, the Justice Team took comments and 

made some clarifying revisions to the statement in anticipation of a congregational meeting for approval on 

Sunday, June 25.  Here is that revised statement: 

Following the teachings of Jesus, we pledge to resist policies and actions which target and deport 

undocumented immigrants and discriminate against marginalized communities.  In solidarity with those 

targeted by prejudice, we will work alongside our inter-faith partners, other organizations, and neighbors to 

help ensure dignity and human rights of all people. 

This pledge includes but is not limited to offering opportunities for education and legal understanding of rights, 

financial support, community-building by participation in programs like “Strangers to Neighbors,” advocacy in 

conversation with law enforcement, prayer and witness response to I.C.E. activity in our community.

A Balanced Path

Recently, I learned a Hasidic teaching that has taken over my thoughts these days. 

Attributed to Rabbi Simcha Bunim, it goes like this: a person must have two pockets; 

in the right pocket are the words, “for my sake the world was created” (Mishna, 

Sanhedrin); in the left pocket are the words, “I am but dust and ashes” (Gen 18: 27). 

The teaching here is deeper than it might seem at first. On the surface, we are held in tension between these two 

potentially, and equally, destructive ways of thinking. To think of ourselves as so lowly we are only dust and ashes 

results in obvious damage to our self-image, our understanding of our place in the world, and prevents us from 

becoming our full selves—especially, if this becomes our primary view of ourselves. Yet, to think the world was 
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created simply, and only, for our own sake places us in a position so removed from others that we can become 

crippled in the world by our own inflated sense of importance. That is the extreme. But we can also become so 

caught in our own worldview that we are unable to see and appreciate the experience of others. We can come to 

filter everything through our own personal experience, making ourselves disconnected from the suffering of 

others, as well as the gifts to be found in the experiences and perspectives of others. In either case, we cease to 

take our place and do our part in the repair of the world. We are unable, through hubris or self-loathing, to be in 

meaningful relationship, one with another. Beneath this tension is a deeper implication. If we become too fixed 

in either pocket, we miss the beauty of God’s ongoing revelation: that God’s presence abides with all who seek 

God and search after The Way—the very thing that raises us from the dust, sets us upright, and animates our way 

of being in the world. I’m working with this. I grew up with a hand always in my left pocket, seeing myself only as 

dust, if not ashes. Perhaps, I can learn to have a hand in each pocket. Perhaps, we can all learn that balance as we 

walk.
